The regular meeting of the Arkansas Water Well Construction Commission was held on December 13, 2013 at 9:00 AM in the Arkansas River Room at Arkansas Natural Resources Commission, 101 East Capitol, Suite 350, Little Rock, Arkansas.

Chairman Gilbert called the regular meeting of the Arkansas Water Well Commission to order.

Other Business:


Commissioner Hunt, Chairman of the 2014 Nominating Committee made a motion from the committee to appoint Commissioner David Washington as Chairman of the AWWCC and Commissioner Lance Jones as Vice Chairman of the AWWCC.  Commissioner Pender seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Washington, Chairman of the Rules, Regs and Fees Committee postponed discussion of this committee until the next meeting.


Commissioner McDermott, Chairman of the Public Outreach Committee requested if the staff of ANRC was ready to go ahead with choosing an ad company and the areas for billboards to be placed for public view.  Britt Hill, Engineering Technician, presented a map of areas with highest concentration of traffic and where the billboards would be most strategic, and Patrick Fisk from Land Resources Department of ANRC presented a couple of designs for the billboard ads.  Commissioner Hunt asked if these areas of concentration were synonomous with areas of frequent complaints.  ANRC staff responded they were not.  Todd Fugitt also responded that staff did not receive many complaints at all.  After some discussion, Commissioner Washington made a motion that staff go ahead and choose an advertising company, and have the signs made with the design chosen by the Commission and get them placed in the areas agreed upon by the Commission. Commissioner Pender seconded.  Motion carried.

Chairman David Gilbert reminded the Commissioners that the Statement of Financial Reports were due by January 31, 2014 and that the forms were in their folders, or that they could file online.

Chairman David Gilbert also presented the dates for the 2014 AWWCC meetings.  After some discussion, the dates were accepted with two exceptions – the February 7, 2014 date was changed to February 14, 2014 and the August 1, 2014 date was changed to July 25, 2014.  


Commissioner McDermott congratulated ANRC staff for their presentations to the Commission and the rest of the commission concurred.
