The regular meeting of the Arkansas Water Well Construction Commission was held in conjunction with the AWWCA on January 27, 2012 at 10:00 AM, in the Lakeview Ballroom of The Clarion Resort on Lake Hamilton, Hot Springs, AR.
Commissioners in attendance:  Chairman Gilbert, Vice Chairman McDermott, Commissioners Pender, Washington, Jones, and Jon Sweeney, Deputy Director for Randy Young, Executive Director. 
Arkansas Natural Resources Commission staff in attendance included:  Deanna Dorrough, Associate General Counsel; Cynthia Bearden, ANRC Agency Controller; Todd Fugitt, ANRC Geology Supervisor; Perry Dotson, Water Well Inspector; Jacob Harvey, Engineer Technician; and Jackie Broach, Ground-Water Administrative Analyst.
Chairman Gilbert called the regular meeting of the Arkansas Water Well Commission to order.
Recognition of Guests:  Chairman Gilbert recognized and welcomed members and guests of the Arkansas Water Well Contractor’s Association (AWWCA) to the AWWCC Commission Meeting.
Approval of Minutes:


Chairman Gilbert presented the December 9, 2011 Minutes.  Motion was made by Vice Chairman McDermott to approve the Minutes as presented and Commissioner Washington seconded.   Motion carried.
Executive Secretary’s Report:

 Deputy Director Jon Sweeney welcomed our newest commissioner, Lance Jones, who is the Chief Engineer with the Arkansas Health Department Drinking Water Program.  He has been with the Health Department for 19 years and is a registered Professional Engineer.

 Todd Fugitt introduced the Ground-Water Report for 2011, which included information on water level trends, sustainable yields and state water levels.  Mr. Fugitt encouraged those interested to download a copy of the report from the ANRC website.
Financial Report:

Cynthia Bearden, ANRC Agency Controller, reported the Total Revenue as of December 31, 2012 was $178,868.54 and noted that the total revenue was $73,000.00 more than last year this time.  Total Expenses were $59,902.10, leaving total balance in fund of $287,410.55.
