Arkansas Water Well Construction Commission Meeting

The regular meeting of the Arkansas Water Well Construction Commission was held on June 1, 2012 at 9:00 AM, in the Arkansas River Room at ANRC, 101 East Capitol, Suite 350, Little Rock, Arkansas.

 Executive Secretary, Randy Young, stated that he had been asked by a member of the Boys State Delegation what an aquifer was.  He asked Todd Fugitt to give a brief summary.  Mr. Fugitt responded and also gave a brief overview of the AWWCC in relation to the agency business and functions.

Other Business:


Chairman Gilbert asked for ideas and/or suggestions on the best way to advertise as a means to emphasize having well and pump installation and/or repairs to be done by professionals.  Vice Chairman McDermott responded that this was a good idea and suggested that this also be brought up at the summer meeting with AWWCA in August and ask for their input.  Chairman Gilbert recommended that a committee from AWWCC be formed to work with a committee from AWWCA.  Everyone was in agreement and Chairman Gilbert appointed Commissioners McDermott, Washington, and Pender to this committee with Commissioner McDermott acting as chairman. 

Mrs. Christy Frazier from Shaver’s Well Drilling asked the AWWCC for recommendations on obtaining all the necessary annual CEU’s required for licensing and registration.  Commissioner McDermott responded that six CEU’s are required every year and that three can be obtained by online courses.  He also stated that you can obtain up to twelve, and six can be carried over for the next year.  Commissioner Pender suggested she check with her suppliers and vendors, as they occasionally give courses, as well as taking any business course at a Vo-Tech, college or online.  He also stated that CEU’s can be obtained by attending the AWWCA bi-annual meetings as well as attending any AWWCC Commission Meeting.
