The paid advertising targets both youth

and adult audiences. Other health communication intervention activities include

press releasg radio/television news stories, editorials and event sponsorships

(state and county fairs and other county festivals). These messages are

strategically designed to target specific demographics through grassroots efforts

as well as various types of medsaich as print, television, radio, and internet.

SOS has been instrumental in building favorable outcomes through its tobacco
countermarketing campaign. Since the inception of SOS, media recall for the

Stamp Out Smoking brand averages 79%. Additiomhatators of success are

the numbers of Public Services Announcements, community events, and media
advertisement funds leveraged.

Since fiscal year 2003 local coalitions and commuhbé#ged tobacco prevention
programs have been funded. In fiscal y2@09, twentytwo programs were
funded for $1.3 million. These programs are responsible for engaging youth in
developing and implementing tobacco control interventions; developing
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partnerships with local organizations; conducting educational programs for
young people, parents, enforcement officials, community and business leaders,
health care providers, school personnel, and others; promoting governmental
and voluntary policies to strengthen the Clean Indoor Air Act, restricting access
to tobacco productgromoting cessation treatment and achieving other policy
objectives; and educating on successful health initiatives regarding tobacco
prevention.

Since fiscal year 2003, schedohsed and youth programs have been funded.
These programs have been respdaditr providing researecbased tobacco
prevention programs including curricula for all grade leves2and

implementing comprehensive tobacco policies in all the funded schools. While
these programs have been successful, in fiscal year 2008 a cceddiolabol

health initiative was implemented. The Coordinated School Health initiative is a
collaborative effort designed to provide children with the education,

environment and services necessary for optimal health and academic outcomes.
Currently therere fifteen programs covering 21 school districts funded for $1
million.

Since fiscal year 2002 the Coalition for Tobacco Free Arkansas (CTFA) has
been funded. The CTFA is responsible for providing education and training to
community coalitions acrossdtstate who share a common mission to prevent
the use of tobacco in Arkansas. CTFA hosts an annual statewide conference
with topics that range from community mobilization, to methods for increasing
public awareness of the negative effects of tobacco. ClI§@&provides training

on antitobacco practices and policies for the commuhbaged grantees,
distributes information on tobacco control issues in the state, and tracks tobacco
policies and regulations. Since the passage of the Clean Indoor Airéct, th
CTFA has focused on training the community coalitions on the regulations and
how to increase compliance.

Since fiscal year 2002 the Family Servic
is a statewide antobacco youth movement committed to preventire t

initiation of tobacco use among youth. A grant is provided to the Family Service

Agency to support the Y.E.S! Teams and the Tobacco Control Youth Board

(TCYB) in tobacco control efforts. Y.E.S! uses ads and public service

announcements to communicateantismoking messages, as well as powerful

peerto-peer and worgbf-mouth campaigns. Arkansas teens speak at events

throughout the state to declare that Y.B.SNe Say No to Tobacco! Currently

there are 55 Y.E.S! team leaders with more than 1,000 M&aB members

across the state.

Arkansas continues to work hard in itfoet to reduce youth access to tobacco.
Arkansas has strong enforcement of underage tobacco laws through the large
number of compliance checks that are conducted annually by Arkansas
Tobacco ControlBoard (ATCB). During the period of October 1, 2007,
through September 30, 2008, ABCconducted 5,070 compliance checks at
3,208 different locations.

Rural areas are oftentimes harder to work, because retailers notify each other
when they realize a compliance check has been performed. Therefoi2 ATC
has begn conducting sale®-minor saturations where several agents perform
compliance checks simultaneously in one area. These saturations result in
more accurate compliance check results because it does not give stores the
opportunity to alert neighboring sts that AT® is in the area.

Salestomi nor vi ol ations stay on a storeds
offense in that 48 month period, penalties escalate. As a result, retailers with
multiple salego-minor violations face more severe penalties. ofalt of

$37,150.00 in fines was issued this year, including 30 suspensions totaling 89

days.

As penalties have increased, retailers have begun to work harder to equip their
employees with the tools and knowledge necessary to make responsible
tobacco sales ATCB offers certified training programs for retailers who go
aboveandbeyond in their training efforts. A total of 20 companies, covering
188 stores have applied and met the criteria for this. Many other retailers have
their employees attend regionalerchant education seminars conducted by
ATCB. During the period of October 1, 2007, through September 30, 2008, 33
regional trainings and 20 individual store trainings were held, with a total of
1,255 employees in attendance.

ATCB plans to continue threcipe that has led to the success that we have
experiencd thus far. In the coming year, we plan to conduct at least 5,000
compliance checks and at least 40 regional training sessions at locations
around the state. We are confident that these effolit€ontinue to provide
successful results in the years to come.

It is frequently difficult to identify and recruit youth willing to assist with
compliance inspections who appropriately reflect the demographics of the

youth in a particular community. Parents often do not want their children
involved in the inspections. It is very difficult for the PRCs to identify an
adequate number of 45 year olds who are willing to assist and whose

parents agree for them to do so. And of the parents that do agree, many require
that their child not conduahspections in their own communities due to stigma
should their neighbors or friends see their child attempting to purchase

tobacco.

Arkansas is basically a rural state comprised of small towns and a diverse
terrain-both of which directly impact they8ar efforts. There are often large
distances between outlets which make conducting an inspection of a single
outlet an extensive effort in both time and mileage costs. Also, many tobacco
outlets are very isolated such as a bait and tackle store larategeninsula

in an AR lake. In order to access this outlet, one must either go by boat or
drive from Missouri down to the tip of the peninsula. There is no way to
access a remote site without being conspicuous.

In rural areas and small towns, strarsger people of a different race stand out.

Also,as merchants know the area residents, they are much less likely to sell to

an fioutsider. o As the Hispanic popul ati
so do the number of Spanispeaking establishmenti many of these

establishments, the clerks can only speak Spanish. Thus, there may be

instances when inspections cannot be completed because a youth inspector is

unable to communicate with the clerk.
