DIS Deputy Director Announces Retirement

Cleveland began working at DIS in 2007 as an enterprise program manager and was appointed as deputy director in 2008. He served as the DIS interim director from October 2014 to January 2015 when Mark Myers was appointed as agency director by Governor Asa Hutchinson.

He served as a member of the governing board of the National Conference of State Legislators, an executive committee member of the Southern Legislative Conference, and a broadband application reviewer for the Department of Commerce. Cleveland is a past recipient of the Public Health through Public Policy Award by the Arkansas College of Public Health and received a National Research to Public Policy Award from San Diego State University.
