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Poverty Task Force to Release Recommendations

Year-long study finds solutions vital to economic security of Arkansas families.

LITTLE ROCK—The Arkansas Legislative Task Force on Reducing Poverty and Increasing Economic Opportunity will release its final report and recommendations at 10 a.m. Monday, Nov. 29 in the Old Supreme Court Room at the Arkansas State Capitol.

Senator Joyce Elliott of Little Rock chaired the Task Force.

The final report includes findings of a year of outreach and research of the 22-member committee of lawmakers, community advocates, business owners, faith leaders, local officials and educators. The task force was created by Act 722 of 2009 and was charged with recommending “public policy strategies and legislation that have the potential to reduce poverty on a statewide or regional basis.”
The committee held town-hall meetings throughout the state to assess the impact of poverty on families and communities. Members also researched the best ideas from around the nation on increasing economic security for all Arkansans.

Committee leaders and members will be present to release the final report and recommendations on cutting poverty to pre-recession levels in five years and in half in 10 years.
