In 2008, volunteer attorneys in Cross County helped 11 residents of the county and closed four cases. The Cross County Bar Association works with the Equal Access to Justice panel of Legal Aid of Arkansas and the two organizations provide pro bono work  to people who otherwise would not be able to afford legal representation.
