The unveiling of the bronze sculpture of former Lieutenant Governor Win Rockefeller occurred at noon, Wednesday, February 4 in the state Capitol Rotunda.

Rockefeller was the only Arkansas lieutenant governor to die in office. There are statues on the Capitol grounds honoring governors, as well as recipients of the Congressional Medal of Honor. Two former lieutenant governors  - Nathan Gordon and Maurice "Footsie" Britt - received the Medal of Honor, so they're commemorated in a fitting memorial on the Capitol grounds.

The Rockefeller statue will be the only memorial in recognition of someone's service as lieutenant governor.
As lieutenant governor, Rockefeller developed a close working relationship with the Senate, over which he presided. After his death, the members of the Arkansas Senate commissioned the work. People from around Arkansas and the nation donated to the memorial.
