“He was respected. People trusted him because he was a man of his word. If he told you he would do something you could take it to the bank. He was independent and always did what he thought was right,” Senator Cecile Bledsoe said. 
“I served with Jerry in the House and the Senate, and whether or not you agreed with him, you never had to wonder about where he stood,” Senator Larry Teague said.
